


Dear Mr. Secretary General,

I call upon you to continue your strong condemnation of the ongoing
violence in Darfur and to ensure that the perpetrators responsible for
suffering in the region are held accountable. Further, I ask you to
use your execulive and moral authorize to urge the United Nations
Security Council and other member states to similarly support
accountability for those carrying oul attacks on civilians.

The United Nations, and particularly the Security Council, has the
power and responsibility to demand that the Government of Sudan
detain Ahmad Harun and Ali Kushayb, both wanted by the
International Criminal Court, and deliver them to The Hague for trial.
These two men are reportedly responsible for thousands of deaths
and millions of displacements. There can be no lasting and just
peace and security in Darfur until Harun, Kushayb, and other perpe-
trators are brought to justice.
