Dear friend,

I wanted to share with you, a close friend of AJC, the sense of concern that many in the Jewish community, myself included, feel upon reading the recent double front-page news stories.

First, there was word of Iran’s successful test launch of the Sejil-2 missile, capable not only of hitting Israel and many parts of Western Europe (the Shihab-3, from all reports, can also do that), but also of being quickly moved and easily hidden. According to reports, Iran has said that it can produce these “in mass.” Combined with the nuclear program, this new development is truly frightening for those of us concerned with Iran’s anti-American, anti-Israel and anti-Semitic rhetoric and its very real funding of radical terrorist groups in the region.

Second, there is the FBI’s work in uncovering and foiling an attempted attack on two Jewish institutions in Riverdale. Friends and neighbors go to those centers, which are places of peaceful worship and renewal – how dreadful that they should be a target.

As you know, AJC works on many issues that affect us all as human beings, not only Jews, including for immigration and civil rights in this country, and for human rights globally. But today, our thoughts are on the most basic needs and concerns of our own community. 

Next Sunday, on May 31, we will be marching in a parade dedicating to affirming Israel’s right to exist and recognizing its achievements and its search for peace. Certainly, not everyone believes that peace can be achieved in the same way, but we are united in our rejection of hatred and anti-Semitism, here and globally.
That is our message, and we invite you to join us. Please come and walk up 5th Avenue with us. We’ll be meeting at 11:30 am that morning, and having a picnic in Central Park to discuss and share afterwards.
Your presence would mean a great deal to us.
